Regulations of NexT International Film Festival

1. Organizers

NexT International Film Festival is organized by NexT Cultural Society, created in 2006 in memory of film director Cristian Nemescu and sound-designer and composer Andrei Toncu.

2. Festival dates

The 5th edition of NexT International Film Festival will take place in Bucharest, Romania, from April 6 to April 10, 2011.
3. Structure
The Festival program includes: 
1. an international competition of short  and medium length films (see submission criteria) 

2. several off-competition sections

3. seminars on film directing, sound-design, film production & distribution, script-writing etc.
4. special events (meet the artists, live concerts, street events, parties etc.)
4. Submission criteria

Only action live and animation films are eligible for selection. No documentaries will be considered for selection. 
The maximum duration of the films is 60 minutes.

The films must be completed after the 1st of January 2009.

Non-English spoken films must have English subtitles. 

The foreign films submitted must not have been previously screened in Romania. 

Films can only be submitted once. Films already submitted to the previous editions of the festival will not be considered.
DVD screeners must be accompanied by the entry form, fully filled in. ENTRY FORMS MUST BE SIGNED. NO HAND WRITTEN ENTRY FORMS WILL BE CONSIDERED.
The additional materials specified in the entry form must be sent in electronic format, either by e-mail to entry@nextproject.ro or on a CD, together with the DVD screener and the entry form, fully filled in and signed.

The envelope must read: Without commercial value, for cultural purposes only. The declared value of the package must be less than 10 Euro. 
NexT Film Festival is not responsible for DVDs lost or damaged in transit.

There is no entry fee for the submissions.

5. Closing dates for submission
The films submitted must be sent in a timely fashion, so as to be received by NexT Cultural Society before December 15, 2010.
The deadline for the Romanian films submitted is January 15, 2011. 

The films arrived after the deadline will automatically be considered for the 2012 edition, provided they meet all the eligibility criteria. 
The results of the selection will be published on the festival website (www.nextfilmfestival.ro) not later than the March 15, 2011. 

All participants will receive an official notification by e-mail, provided they have mentioned their e-mail address on the entry form.
No film selected may be withdrawn from the Festival program after being officially confirmed.
No DVD screeners submitted to the festival will be returned after the announcement of the selected films.
6. Shipment of screening copies

A 35 mm film print or a Beta PAL copy (if a 35 mm print is not available) of every film selected for the competition must be sent to the following address:

The screening copies will be sent in a timely fashion, so that they reach us before March 15th, 2011 at the latest. 

The parcel must read: Without commercial value, for cultural purposes only. The declared value of the package must be less than 10 Euro. 
The costs related to the transportation of the film to the Festival are the responsibility of the participant. 
The costs related to the transportation of the film back to the sender are the responsibility of the Festival. 

In case of damage or loss of a print during the Festival, the Festival is only responsible for the costs involved in making a new print based on the current laboratory rates for ordering a standard print. Complaints regarding the bad technical condition of the returned print must be sent at the latest 1 month after its reception. 

7. Jury and awards
NexT Film Festival is highly competitive, with a maximum of 30 international films selected for the competition each year. 

The selected films will be assessed by The Jury, who will comprise a minimum of five and a maximum of seven personalities in the international film world.
Persons directly involved in the production or exploitation of the films in competition may not be part of the Jury.

The Jury will award the following prizes:

· NexT Trophy (4000 Euro) – awarded to the best film in the competition. The money will be granted 50% to the director of the film and 50% to the producer (production company) of the film.
· “Cristian Nemescu” Best Directing Award (2000 Euro) – awarded to the best directed film in the competition. The money will be granted to the director of the film.
· “Andrei Toncu” Best Soundtrack Award (2000 Euro) – awarded to the film with the best soundtrack in the competition. The money will be granted to the person(s) designated by the one(s) submitting the film as having the most important role in creating the soundtrack of the film.
· Best Romanian Film (1000 Euro) – awarded to the best Romanian film in the competition (provided there are at least three Romanian films in the competition). The money will be granted to the director of the film.
· The Jury may also award a maximum of two special mentions, clearly justifying their choice. The special mentions have no financial prize attached.
· The audience will grant the Audience Award – at the end of each competition slot, the audience will have the possibility to choose their favorite film, using the special coupons. The Audience Award will be granted to the film gathering the largest number of votes.
Award-winners are expected to attend the closing ceremony and to mention the award as announced, nationally as well as internationally, in their publicity and promotional materials. 

8. Publicity material
NexT Cultural Society reserves the right to use excerpts from the films selected for competition (no longer than 3 minutes) or stills from the films for promotion on the festival website or for the materials of its media partners.

9. Festival Archive
All the films selected for the competition, several films included in the off competition sections and several films submitted but not selected will be included in the Festival Archive, that will be available online exclusively to NexT Members, after the Festival. The films will only be included in the Festival Archive after prior agreement of the directors and / or producers. A formal agreement will be signed between NexT Cultural Society and the rights owner of every respective film, stipulating the details concerning the participation of the respective film to the Festival Archive.
10. After-events
NexT Cultural Society reserves the right to use the films in competition for various screenings after the end of the festival (at most 10 screenings in Romania and 5 screenings abroad). The films will only be used for these screenings after prior notification of the director / producer by NexT Film Festival.
